GRIEF AND SEXUALITY: Life After Losing a
Spouse, by Rachel Nafziger Hartzler (243 pages,
Herald Press, 2006). The author combines her
skills as a former nurse turned scholar and pastor in
this helpful book growing out of the sudden death of
her husband when she was 51. Otto Klassen in the
foreword shares his own sudden and horrendous
loss and notes: "Grieving a loss of a spouse is one
of life's most shattering wounds. Rachel's account
opens the possibility of redeeming the intense
suffering so typical of spousal grief by looking
honestly at grief and finding joy there also."” David
Augsburger describes it as "a book to read, a book
to share as bibliotherapy."

THE FAITH CLUB: A Muslim, A Christian,

A Jew - Three Women Search for
Understanding (320 pages, Free Press, 2006).

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Finding Time in Retirement

Typically the word "retire" means to with-
draw or step back from a current lifestyle and take
time to relax. However, retirement seems to have
taken on a different meaning in today's fast-paced
society.

"Everyone's over-committed," said Steve
Ganger, MMA stewardship education director and
author of Time Warped: First Century Time
Stewardship for 21st Century Living. "We have
adapted it (being over-committed) as normal, but
it's not." For God's word instructs us to take time to
rest.

And retirees seem to be no exception to this
nonstop lifestyle. "Seniors are just as busy as every-
one else. They are just doing different things," Steve
said. He noted that seniors continue to participate
in everything from volunteering, to visiting family,
and even working.

With people constantly struggling to find
time in their busy schedules, he suggests it may be
good for retirees to help "set an example of a slower
pace of life."

Time is a gift from God and the way we use
our time should be a reflection of that. During
Stewardship University seminars Steve teaches on
time stewardship, he helps people, "put in perspec-
tive what's important.” Participants fill out a sheet
detailing how much time they spend doing particular
activities and, according to Steve, the majority
underestimate the amount of time they spend doing
tasks.

What people also often discover is their time
spent with God is one area that receives the least of
their attention. When it comes to finding time, Steve
said it's about, "taking small steps forward." Look at
commitments made and consider areas in which time
could be spared in order to benefit more from time
spent with God.

Growing up as Number Four in a family of seven children born
in a ten-year span, we were a close family. As long as | can remember
we played a game called "calendar page." It had simple rules: on the
first of the month, the child who changed the month on the calendar
designated as the "boss calendar" was "boss" of the month. Being
"boss" had no power or privileges, just the right to brag that we had
outsmarted the others and changed the calendar page first.

The game inspired some intense competition and trickery. If
you sneaked out of bed in the middle of the night on the first day of
the month and tore off the calendar page, you tried to make just
enough noise getting back into bed to wake up a brother or sister but
then pretend to be sleeping soundly. You hoped that the sibling would
wake up, think all were sleeping, and this would be a good time to
sneak downstairs to get to the calendar first. If they did and found out
they were too late and had made the trip downstairs through the cold
house for nothing, they would get some innocent comments when they
came back to bed: "Getting some exercise?" or "I wonder what day of
the month this is?" which would be answered by a pillow slam on the
head.

We children learned this game from our parents. Mother
told us she learned it from her parents. By now the "children” are
grandparents and there are stories of "calendar page competitions"
from people old enough to know better. For example, returning from
a car trip on the first of the month my brother-in-law parked the car
beside a tree so his spouse's passenger door was blocked. He then
raced into the house to get the calendar page first. Another couple was
starting the day when both of them suddenly realized what day it was.
One of them, whose name will be concealed, blocked the door of the
bathroom on the other until he could get to the calendar page.

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A Gentle Wind of God:

The Influence of the East Africa Revival

by Richard K. MacMaster with Donald R. Jacobs (401 pages, Herald Press, 2006)

Back in the early days of my childhood, as a missionary child in the 1940's and 1950's, | knew that my parents
felt deeply about spiritual matters. In our evening family devotions my "daddy" would confess again his irritations
during the day. It was a bit tiresome to me as a child. 1 did not look forward to taking my turn at praying aloud. | did
not know enough of family breakdown and misery in this world of ours to appreciate the consistent love and care my
parents exemplified and practiced, nor did | understand their leadership in this great revival.

My parents, John and Catharine Leatherman, were touched by the East African Revival, as | became touched
years later in 1954. This transforming revival movement, beginning in 1929 and its resulting worldwide influence
spanning generations, is meticulously and masterfully recorded in A Gentle Wind of God by Richard K. MacMaster with
Donald R. Jacobs. It records the utter transformation of the missionaries themselves, their families, the African people,
and the impact on relationships between missionaries.

This is a book worth reading if you can wade through its 357 pages of careful documentation. It is a book any
enthusiasts of spiritual revival should read - describing the work of God's Spirit reviving the lives of "common people"
unbeholden to church leadership and structure. The 37 pages of personal testimonies at the end of the book are a
beautiful conclusion testifying to the ongoing transforming power of God.

The message of this book is a gripping one, old but utterly new: Jesus, walking in openness with this Christ,
and in turn walking openly "in the light" with fellow brothers and sisters. The message is that true revival unites
brothers and sister of differing race, tribe nationality under the Word of God and the Lordship of Jesus. The Holy Spirit
in revival calls men and women to work within their church structures, not to divide and separate. The astounding
message (an old one to be sure) is that the work of the spirit-shaping Jesus in his followers equally touches and trans-
forms the most highly educated as well as the most simple. Language, culture, nationality, race, or sex are no barriers
to this transforming power.

My personal testimony, 52 years after being touched, is that the revival lives on in me more vigorously than
ever guided by the person of Jesus, directed by the ever active work of the Holy Spirit - walking in openness with God
and my fellowmen - informed and instructed by the Word.
